Earning Service Learning Credit at SDHS
In Maryland, all high school students on track to earn a diploma must complete 75 hours of service learning in order to graduate. In Worcester County, this requirement is fulfilled through an infused program in the middle and high schools:

	Seventh Grade: Team Project
	15 hours

	Eighth Grade: Team Project
	15 hours

	High School: Two individual projects completed in the Government course
	30 hours (20 active service, 10 in preparation/reflection activities and news article searches)



If you attended Worcester County Public Schools in 6th – 8th grades, your Service Learning requirements for graduation will be met upon successful completion of the Government course.
However, if you attended private school or transferred from out of state, you must make up the hours missed in middle school. These hours must be completed before you graduate. Documentation of these hours should be submitted to your guidance counselor.
